Floodway Delineation & Associated Development
Dear Mr. Vassar:
The enclosed is an original copy of the Village of Ferryville's official floodplain zoning map. It is referred to as the floodplain zoning map titled "Flood Hazard Boundary Map dated October 31, 1975 in the village's adopted Floodplain and Shoreland-Wetland zoning ordinance. This was adopted after a properly noticed public hearing was held by the Village on September 21, 1992.
The Flood Hazard Boundary Map does identify flood elevations that represent those associated with the regional flood elevation (RFE). However, there isn't a floodway/floodfringe indicated. That means any proposed development requires a floodway/floodfringe determination prior to determining if the particular use is appropriate for the floodway or floodfringe. These procedures are listed in Section 4.4 of Ferryville's Floodplain & Shoreland​Wetland ordinance.
Fortunately this process isn't needed for reviewing the floodway/floodfringe status of the two residential houses that are located on the river side of the railroad tracks. Evidence has shown these structures and a portion of the adjacent lot (known as the Brockel's) that is immediately south or downstream of these two are in a floodfringe area. In general, land on the river side of the railroad is classified as floodway. I've highlighted a possible floodway location on the included portion of the USGS quadrangle at Ferryville.
The area of the permanent houses is an exception to this, since ground elevations around these two structures and a portion of the Brockel lot can be shown nearly at or above the RFE. The June 1993 flood was evidence of this fact. See attach copies of photo graphs that were taken when the flood was within inches of its peak. The pictures show the houses are clearly above that flood. I believe we have the negatives, so let me know if actual photos are desired. We can have some reproduced.
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To proceed with development in floodfringe areas it is appropriate to obtain certified ground elevations. This is needed to determine the appropriate amount of fill that is required to elevate the lowest floor of any structure to 2 feet above the RFE. The exact requirements are in Section 4.3 of Ferryville's Floodplain Ordinance.
The attached sheets from the Floodplain Guidebook are included for additional guidance on proper development in the floodfringe. Elevations survey need the assistance of a registered surveyor or engineer. They or DOT maybe able to provide benchmark information in and around Ferryville.
There have also been some questions regarding repairs and modifications to existing structures in the floodfringe. Additions and modifications to a nonconforming structure must be floodproofed to 2 feet above the RFE. They must also be limited to 50% of the structure's value. Section 5.3 and 5.5 of Ferryville's floodplain ordinance have the requirements that must be followed. Ordinary maintenance as defined in Section 5.3 can occur without the 50% limitation
Please contact me if you have any questions.
